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& About Urban Redevelopment Authority

The Urban Redevelopment Authority (URA) iIs located at The URA Centre at 45 Maxwell Road. The
URA Centre comprises a 16-storey office tower and a 5-storey podium, and is connected via link
bridges to The URA Centre East Wing which is a 10-storey office building. The URA Centre and The
URA Centre East Wing are more than 15 and 30 years old respectively.

(@ Project Description

As part of our continuous efforts to reduce energy consumption and recognising that the
air-conditioning system is the main contributor to energy usage in our buildings, URA consolidated
our chiller plants at both The URA Centre and The URA Centre East Wing into one consolidated
chiller plant housed at The URA Centre under the Guaranteed Energy Savings Performance (GESP)
contracting model in 2017, which guarantees URA a system efficiency of at least 0.63kWh/RT.

URA Is working on more energy reduction initiatives like replacing all common area lightings (e.g.
corridors, toilets, staircases, carparks etc) with LED types. An estimated annual energy savings of
0.2 million kWh is expected to be reaped from this lighting replacement initiative. In addition, URA
takes part in yearly Earth Hour by turning off non-essential lightings at The URA Centre as well as
the light art installations at the iLight Marina Bay festival. The URA Centre iIs also programmed to
automatically switch off the lightings (via the Building Management System) within URA office
premises during lunch hour daily.

To raise staff awareness on environmental sustainability and energy efficiency and to promote good
practices, we share a Green Guide with URA staff as well as tenants.

(& Achievements

An estimated annual energy savings of 1.2 million kWh is expected to be reaped when all energy
reduction measures are implemented. URA achieved the BCA Green Mark Platinum Award for The

URA Centre and The URA Centre East Wing in Dec 2017.
